The Aftermath of 4 May Strangers Into Citizens Campaign 
The campaign on 4 May rallied extensive support from different ethnic communities for a regularizational route for irregular migrants. Hundreds of supporters from the Chinese community unusually broke out of their silence and stood up for their beliefs. Together with 120 other ethnic groups, everyone held an orange placard and chanted that I am a person and a citizen; we deserve dignity and want to contribute to the country. 
The Chinese Information and Advice Centre (CIAC) also participated in the Campaign. Cllr. Edmond Yeo, the Chair of CIAC along with other Chinese community leaders, walked at the front of the parade to express his support. He remarked, “ It was a memorable and significant day for us when we gathered together united as a community including the Chinese churches’ participation. At Trafalgar Square we joined up with the thousands to make our voices heard. We asked for ‘Strangers into Citizens’ – so that the irregular migrants can be empowered and valued for their contribution to the community “. 
Mr. Les Hardie, the Property Director of Rosewheel London Chinatown added that there is a need to create this pathway to citizenship and accept the recognition that migrants remain vital to the UK economy and society. CIAC’s staff and volunteers also joined in as volunteer stewards to facilitate this event. 

The campaign itself has done its part by creating a ripple for the fight for Human Rights particularly for irregular migrants. Ms. Joy Lam, the Chinese organizer of the campaign with London Citizens stated that London Citizens would continue its lobbying with the members of the public, MPs and policy makers.

‘陌生人成公民’五四運動餘波

五月四日全民團結行動日，當天的活動引起了社會上很大的迴響，各不同族群都號召千人要求政府給無証公民一個合法的身份。數以百計的華人也不同以往的打破沉默，為自己及華社的權益挺身而出。120個族裔團體集結一起，每人手持一個橘色的’陌生人成公民’牌，呼應台上的口號，重複著: 我是一個人，是公民，我們配得尊重，也想要繳稅貢獻社會。

華人資料及諮詢中心(CIAC)也參與了這次的集會，楊慶權議員，同時也是CIAC的主席，與其他的華社代表走在隊伍的前頭，表達他對這次活動的支持，楊主席說道: ‘當我們，與華人教會，像一個社群一樣團結在一起，這是一個值得紀念與意義重大的日子。我們在鴿子廣場上與其他千千萬萬的參與者一起表達我們的聲音，我們要求’陌生人成公民’—讓無証公民對社會的貢獻受到認可。’
倫敦華埠商場 -- 玫瑰輪 (Rosewheel) 的商業物產主管Les Hardie先生也說:’讓無証華工有一個合法成公民的途徑是必須的，大眾也應該承認移民勞工的存在，對這個社會，經濟上的發展有必要性。’華人資料及諮詢中心(CIAC)的員工及義工也參與並協助了這次的集會活動。

這次的五四活動成功的為無証勞工的人權之爭引燃了火花。發起機構 -- 倫敦公民的華人組織者，林麗玲女士說，倫敦公民會乘著這股風潮，繼續進行遊說大眾，媒體，國會議員及政府的工作。
