Community Effort on Securing Malaysia’s Visa Regime 
All you need to do is to pop in the High Commission of Malaysia at 45 Belgrave Square, London with your national identity card (MyKad), expired passport, confirmed flight ticket, 2 photos and 10 pounds and you can obtain an Emergency Certificate to return home.

The “Voluntary Return” workshop organized by the Chinese Information and Advice Centre (CIAC) and High Commission of Malaysia in London this Monday, 14 September revealed the could-not-be-easier procedure for overstayers to voluntarily return to Malaysia. No appointment is needed and you can even get your Emergency Certificate on the same day.

Ms. Zalikha Moslim, the Immigration Attache who just took over the office gave a succinct presentation on the stance of the Malaysian government and how one can take up the assistance for voluntary return at ease. The Chair of CIAC, Cllr Edmond Yeo remarked, “I am delighted that the workshop is very interactive and our audience responsive.” A source said that some people are very interested but worried that it was a set-up to attract all those who have overstayed. The UK immigration officers raiding restaurants in Chinatown in 2007 and the School of Oriental and African Studies this year has caused public alert. The organizer of the Workshop who is also a support worker under CIAC’s Support Project, Miss Isis Hsiao assured that CIAC has always been the bridge between the authority and the community. CIAC has also had two successful VR workshops with the International Organisation for Migration (IOM) and the High Commission of Malaysia. “Everyone is welcome to come and receive useful information which may make a difference in your current situation,” Isis commented. 

No worries if you do not speak Malay or English. CIAC’s staff members will always be ready to do the translation to facilitate your dialogue with the Attache. 

There was a soaring number of people attempting to return to Malaysia voluntarily between 2006 and 2007 with issuance of 106 and 306 Emergency Certificates. Until August this year 197 overstayers have been assisted to apply for the document by the High Commission of Malaysia.

提高自願返國率，確保馬華免英簽證
現在你只需要帶齊你的馬身份証(MyKad) 、過期的護照、機票(confirmed flight ticket)、兩張照片與十磅現金，直接到位於倫敦的馬大使館，就可以申請“緊急證件”(Emergency Certificate)返回馬來西亞。
本週一9月14日由華人資料及諮詢中心(CIAC) 主辦、馬大使館協辦的“自願返國”講座揭露了這個再簡單不過的手續，讓護照已經過期的人得以返回家園。不需要事先預約，資料帶全的人甚至可以當天拿到回鄉證。
剛接任為移民大使專員的Zalikha Moslim女士，針對馬政府的立場及對想自願返國的人應如何申請相關證件的議題，在講座上做了簡潔的剖析。華人資料及諮詢中心(CIAC)的楊主席對於講座的互動性感到滿意，出席者皆主動的提出了與自身相關的議題，並得到了答覆。
有消息來源提到，很多人其實對講座內容感興趣，但擔心會被“一網打盡”。2007年英國移民官員突然出現在中國城的數家中餐館，及今年在亞非學院(School of Oriental and African Studies)搜捕非法勞工的動作，讓許多非法居留人士特別警戒，講座的組織者，同時也是華人資料及諮詢中心福利組的蕭小姐希望大家可以相信中心在官民間扮演的橋樑角色。華人中心之前也與國際移民組織(International Organisation for Migration)，及馬大使館成功的辦過兩次相關講座。“我們歡迎任何人來參與我們的活動，很多時候這些資訊及消息關係到你的權益，並可能因而得以改變你的生活。”
如果你不懂馬來文也不懂英文，不用擔心！華人中心的服務人員可以為你與大使專員做現場翻譯服務。
2006與2007年間向馬大使館申請緊急證件的人有兩倍多的成長，分別是106與306個申請。今年的一月到八月也已有197個申請人。
